WHAT IS IT ABOUT EARLY EMOTIONAL EXPERIENCES THAT
CONFIGURES CHILDREN’S LEARNING? (WHAT MATTERS
MOST MIGHT NOT BE OBVIOUS)

Discovering the processes through which early life experiences affect children’s development
is critically important for developing prevention and interventions for youth exposed to
adversity, and also for understanding the basic science of human development and learning.
Nearly all research on early experience, socio-emotional development, and neurobiology has
been anchored on documenting specific (presumably stressful) events that have occurred in a
child’s life. Yet, there is increasing evidence that children’s perceptions of their own
experiences and the meaning they construe from what has happened to them might be
critical for understanding behavioral, biological, and health outcomes. How can we better
embrace this real- albeit messy- complexity of human development? This presentation aims
to serve as a catalyst for thinking about these kinds of new future research directions by

focusing on the role of social factors in the emergence of children's decision-making
abilities.

SETH POLLAK IS THE VAUGHAN-BASCOM DISTINGUISHED
PROFESSOR OF PSYCHOLOGY AT THE UNIVERSITY OF WISCONSIN-~
MADISON. HE ALSO HOLDS APPOINTMENTS IN THE LAFOLLETTE
SCHOOL OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS, THE DEPARTMENT OF ANTHROPOLOGY,
AND THE DEPARTMENT OF PEDIATRICS. HIS RESEARCH FOCUSES ON
CHILDREN’S BRAIN AND COGNITIVE DEVELOPMENT, WITH
PARTICULAR FOCUS ON THE EMERGENCE OF HUMAN EMOTIONS,
SOCIO-EMOTIONAL LEARNING, AND RISK FACTORS AFFECTING
CHILDREN’S HEALTH. DR. POLLAK HAS BEEN THE RECIPIENT OF THE
BoYD-MCCANDLESS AWARD FOR DISTINGUISHED CONTRIBUTIONS
TO CHILD DEVELOPMENT, THE AMERICAN PSYCHOLOGICAL
ASSOCIATION’S DISTINGUISHED EARLY CAREER AWARD, THE APS
JAMES MCKEEN CATTELL AWARD, AS WELL AS THE UNIVERSITY OF
WISCONSIN CHANCELLOR’S DISTINGUISHED TEACHING AWARD. HE
IS A FELLOW OF THE AMERICAN ASSOCIATION FOR THE
ADVANCEMENT OF SCIENCE AND THE ASSOCIATION FOR
PSYCHOLOGICAL SCIENCE. IN 2020, HE WAS ELECTED TO
MEMBERSHIP IN THE AMERICAN ACADEMY OF ARTS AND SCIENCES
AND WAS RECENTLY NAMED A GUGGENHEIM FELLOW. HIS CURRENT
RESEARCH IS ADDRESSING HOW EARLY EXPERIENCES IN

In my presentation, I will talk about some of my own work on statistical
learning — picking up patterns and regularities in the input — and how tracking statistics
helps infants learn language. I will touch on multilingualism and language-related disabilities
as well.

PARENTAL SUFFERING IN TIMES OF UNCERTAINTY:
FOUNDATIONS OF THE COGNITIVE-DEVELOPMENTAL MODEL
OF PARENTHOOD REGRET

Regret is a universal human emotion, yet regretting the decision to become a parent remains
a profound cultural taboo. Despite this silence, a decade of empirical inquiry reveals that a
notable minority of parents, typically between 5% and 14%, wish they had chosen a childfree
path. The lecture provides a comprehensive synthesis of current knowledge of this complex
phenomenon, moving beyond initial validation to explore its deep psychological and social
roots. We will first examine the evidence suggesting that parenthood regret is not merely a
derivative of current parenting stress or burnout, but a distinct, decision-referential emotion
rooted in the parent’s life history. The presentation will review how distal factors, such as
early vulnerabilities and personality traits, interact with the “intensive parenting” culture to
trigger counterfactual thinking. Special attention will be paid to the psychological burden
imposed by the perceived irreversibility of the parental role, which often transforms transient
doubts into chronic identity fragmentation and mental health decline. Crucially, this
presentation will look forward, outlining the urgent research agenda for the coming years.
While we have mapped the parents' internal experience, we must now shift our focus to the

broader, unexplored consequences. The lecture will conclude by proposing a theoretical
tramework, the Cognitive-Developmental Model of Parenthood Regret, designed to integrate
these diverse findings and guide the development of future clinical interventions and social
policies.

KONRAD PIOTROWSKI IS A PSYCHOLOGIST SPECIALIZING IN

AND EARLY ADULTHOOD. HE RESEARCHES PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS
OF PARENTHOOD, PERFECTIONISM, AND PERSONALITY
DEVELOPMENT. RECENTLY, HE HAS BEEN FOCUSING ON
PERSONALITY DETERMINANTS OF PARENTAL BURNOUT AND
PARENTHOOD REGRET. AT SWPS UNIVERSITY (WARSAW, POLAND),
HE LEADS THE CENTER FOR RESEARCH ON PERSONALITY
DEVELOPMENT AND COLLABORATES WITH COLLEAGUES FROM
COUNTRIES AROUND THE WORLD TO EXPLAIN THE CAUSES AND
CONSEQUENCES OF NEGATIVE PARENTAL EXPERIENCES. HE IS A
VICE-PRESIDENT OF THE POLISH ASSOCIATION OF HUMAN
DEVELOPMENT PSYCHOLOGY AND A MEMBER OF THE SCIENTIFIC
COMMITTEE OF THE INTERNATIONAL SOCIETY FOR RESEARCH ON
IDENTITY. HE COORDINATES THE WORK OF THE PARENTHOOD
REGRET RESEARCH NETWORK, THE FIRST INTERDISCIPLINARY,
INTERNATIONAL RESEARCH GROUP DEDICATED TO STUDYING REGRET
ABOUT HAVING CHILDREN.

Cosa investiga la psicologia ambientale? Puo la psicologia ambientale beneficiare dei
contributi strettamente legati alla regolazione delle emozioni e le scienze decisionali per
gettar luce sui proprio fenomenti d’ indagine? Le scienze decisionali hanno gia mostrato un
terreno fertile su cui la regolazione delle emozioni potrebbe gettar luce sul “come” le persone
prendono decisioni in condizioni di rischio. Tuttavia, relativamente, poco conosciamo su tale
tenomeno quando Pesito della scelta riguarda una conseguenza negativa per ’'ambiente e le
tuture generazioni. Durante il mio seminario, illustrero 1 primi studi che gettarono luce sulla
relazione tra le strategie di regolazione emotiva, la cognizione dei cambiamenti climatici e il
comportamento pro-ambientale. Inoltre, provero a tracciare una mappa di come questo
filone di ricerca si ¢ evoluto nel tempo al fine di illustrare gli ultimi contributi e, in particolare,
gli ambiti di applicazione dove i modelli sviluppati potrebbero fornire le basi per gli interventi
psicologici. Infine, sara evidenziato un possibile legame tra regolazione delle emozioni, pro-
ambientalita e wellbeing.

THE REPLICABILITY CRISIS AND OPEN SCIENCE: WHAT'S
WORKING AND WHAT'S NOT

Psychology as a field has recently realised that much of our knowledge might be wrong -- or
at the very least, our effects are likely smaller than we thought they were. A strong reaction
followed to this realisation, which is often collectively referred to as "Open Science",
somewhat simplistically. In this talk, I'll offer an overview of the several branches that
constitutes this Open Science movement (e.g., preregistrations, open data, open code, multi-
lab experiments), trying to highlight what is working brilliantly and the challenges that still lie
ahead of us. I'll also talk about the reception of Open Science by the community, trying to
address probably the most fundamental question of all -- is it convenient to embrace Open
Science as a researcher, particularly in our early years?

PSYCHOLOGY AND COGNITIVE NEUROSCIENCE AT THE UNIVERSITY
OF PAVIA, WHERE HE STUDIES VISUAL WORD IDENTIFICATION,
READING AND STATISTICAL LEARNING. DAVIDE STUDIED
PSYCHOLOGY, LINGUISTICS AND NEUROSCIENCE AT MILANO-
BiCOCCA AND MACQUARIE UNIVERSITY, SYDNEY, WITH CLAUDIO
LUZZATTI AND MAX COLTHEART. AFTER A SHORT SPELL AT ROYAL
HoLLOWAY UNIVERSITY LONDON (WITH KATHY RASTLE), HE MOVED
BACK TO MILANO-BICOCCA AS AN INDEPENDENT RESEARCHER ON
SOFT MONEY (FIRB-FUTURO IN RICERCA). HE BECAME AN
ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR AT SISSA IN 2015, WHERE HE STAYED
UNTIL 2023, TO THEN BECOME FULL PROFESSOR IN PAVIA.
DAVIDE STUDIES VISUAL WORD IDENTIFICATION AND READING, AND
PARTICULARLY THEIR CONNECTION WITH IMPLICIT, PROBABILISTIC
LEARNING. STUDENTS OFTEN PUSH HIM MORE TOWARDS
SEMANTICS, AND HE'S QUITE HAPPY ABOUT THAT. HE LIKES TO MIX
METHODS AND TECHNIQUES; HE CARRIES OUT BEHAVIOURAL AND
COMPUTATIONAL STUDIES, BUT LIKES TO DO SOME NEUROSCIENCE,
TOO. HE's A PAST ERC GRANTEE AND MEMBER OF THE STEERING
COMMITTEE OF THE EUROPEAN SOCIETY OF COGNITIVE
PsycHOLOGY (ESCOP). HE'S NOW IN THE STEERING COMMITTEE OF
AIP-SPERIMENTALE, AND EDITOR-IN-CHIEF AT THE JOURNAL OF
COGNITION. IN 2021, HE CONTRIBUTED TO THE FOUNDATION OF
THE ITALIAN REPRODUCIBILITY NETWORK (ITRN), WHERE HE'S NOW
PRESIDENT.
